2. DELIVERY DATE: A review copy of the Video will be ready within six (6) months from the wedding date, provided the Client has supplied Studio with all necessary materials within a reasonable amount of time from Studio’s request. These include, but are not limited to photos, interview schedules, etc. Client understands that any delay on Client’s part to deliver needed materials for the Video, or to schedule time to record interview sessions, may affect the final delivery date. 3. REVISIONS: Client will have up to one hour of complimentary editing changes. Thereafter, changes will be billed at $150/hour. Studio will present client with estimated times to complete changes and not do any billable revision work without written approval from Client.

4. COPYRIGHTS: Studio retains all copyrights to the footage. Full rights to the raw footage may be purchased for an additional fee of $500 or 5%  of the total fee (whichever is greater). [initials                ]	Comment by Ron Dawson: When I shot weddings, I never gave up copyright ownership. Nor would I give all of the raw footage. Clients usually just want to make sure they can see all the key events and speeches. So if you do the shorter, cinematic style films, as long as you offer things like the full, uncut ceremony, all the speeches, etc, clients will be good. But don't hesitate to charge more if they insist on all the raw footage.
5. CREATIVE CONTROL: Studio will work with the Client to get feedback and input, but Studio retains creative control over the final Video. [initials                ]
6. LIABILITY: Studio cinematographers will perform their tasks to the best of their ability, but Studio accepts no responsibility for unforeseen circumstances including but not limited to equipment failure, power outages, inability to attend and perform services due to illness, and/or any other situation beyond Studio’s control. In the event that unforeseen circumstances occur, Studio Cinematographers will use best efforts to provide similar services. Studio’s sole liability in any case shall be limited to a monetary amount no greater than the total of monies paid by the Client.  [initials                ]
7. INDEMNIFICATION: Client warrants that it has the full legal rights to any and all photographic, film, or video images supplied by the Client to Studio for use in the Video.  Client agrees to indemnify, defend and hold Studio and its officers, directors, agents, employees, representatives, associates and affiliates and each of them, harmless from and against any and all losses, costs, damage, liability and expense, including reasonable attorneys' fees, arising out of any claim whatsoever, directly or indirectly, from the use of copyright images supplied to Studio by Client.
8. COMPENSATION: Based on the Client’s chosen options and set requirements, the compensation to Studio for the Video will be $1,000,000 (ONE MILLION DOLLARS). A non-refundable retainer of 50% of the total fee (less any funds already applied) is due at time of contract signing. A second 25% retainer is due prior to shooting.
